The first ever Boat Show in Sri Lanka was held from 8

th
 to 10

th
 of June 2008 at the Bandaranaike Memorial International Conference Hall 

(BMICH), Colombo and attracted buyers and sellers from the leisure, marine, tourism, fishing and other related industries. 
 
 This venture had the support from the state and the commercial sector. The support was extended by Ministry of Industrial Development, 
Ministry of Export Development and International Trade, Sri Lanka Tourism, National Chamber of Exporters, Sri Lanka Export Development 
Board, Morex Lanka, American waters and Hilton Hotels. 
 
The Boat Show Sri Lanka 2008 exhibition opened up new frontiers of leisure boating, marine, industrial and commercial vessels where leading 
boat manufacturers were able to secure definite orders which are being currently executed. The first quarter exports of Boats and Yachts from 
Sri Lanka reached RS Two Billion mark showing the true potential for the boat industry. 
 
The boat show 2008 was able to introduce this trade to the local market and create a much more sophisticated target audience. In Sri Lanka, 
the trend of leisure and adventure boating has not yet found its true potentials. The Boat Show 2008 initiated the super high way to reach this 
target.

Rules & Regulations Applicable to Stall Holders 

1.0    GENERAL 

1.1. The organizing Committee of Boat show Sri Lanka 2010 makes the final allocation of stalls and on behalf of the BTI. Any dispute relating to allocations of 
stalls should be brought to the notice of the organizing committee on or before confirmation.  
 
1.2. The organizing Committee will only provide the exhibition space & electricity as described in the clause  
 
1.3. All other arrangements including the fabrication of structure within that area would be left to the discretion of the stall-holder. Also, all display 
items and panel separations should be erected to form an independent unit within the allocated space. 
 
1.4. All stall holders should comply with the guide lines stipulated by the management of the Bandaranaike Memorial International Conference Hall (BMICH) 
 
1.5. Each stall will be provided with a 5 amp. Plug point and a 15 amp plug point. 
 
1.6. No part of the stall structure shall protrude beyond the allocated space and the height of same shall not exceed 12 feet from the floor level.  
 
1.7. All exhibition structures shall be made to the highest standards of presentation in keeping with the standard of the exhibition. All enclosures should be 
structurally stable and durable for the entire period of the exhibition. 

1.8. All displays, fixing electrification within the stalls shall be done in such a manner to be without hindrance or danger to the neighboring stalls or to the 
general public.                                                                                                                                                                                                                          

1.9. No damage of any sort or any fixing will be allowed on the floors or walls or any fittings of the BMICH. The use of the stall shall be in a manner, which will 
not result in any stains on walls, columns, etc. It is recommended that each stall-holder should appropriately provide a carpet suitable to his layout to protect 
the flooring at the BMICH. Any damage arising during erection or dismantling of respective stalls must be brought to the notice of the management 
immediately. The Organizing Committee will determine with the consultation of the BMICH management the cost of the damage and implement the recovery 
process from the respective stall-holder/s. 
 
1.10. Stall-holders should ensure safety precaution measures particularly in electrical wiring and fixtures against risk of fire hazard and electrocution. Stall-
holders are also requested to ensure that no dangerous material of inflammable nature or processes is incorporated into the stall displays. 
 
1.11. The service passage marked in the stall layouts for access to electrical outlets should be reserved undisturbed. 
 
1.12. All products, materials in the stall should only be for the purpose of display and NOT for immediate sale. However, undertaking orders from customers, 
distributing product literature and handouts would be permitted. 
 
1.13 No high volume stereos and/or sound amplifiers can be used in a continuous manner by the stall holder as this may disturb other exhibitors and visitors 
and also disrupt the transmission of public announcements made by the General Public Address system. 

2.0   PAYMENTS 

2.1   Stall-holders are required to pay 75% of the stall charges upon being informed that the reservation has been accepted by BTI. Letter of confirmation of 
the allocation would be issued upon receipt of this payment. 
 
2.2   BTI reserves the right to disregard any reservation made if the advance payment of 75% is not received within one (1) weeks of confirmation of 
allocation of the stall.  

2.3   The balance payment should be made within the two weeks of the date of confirmation.  

2.4   Stall-holders, who have not settled the outstanding payments in full, would NOT be issued an Entry-Permit to the Exhibition. 

2.5   All cheques, Bank drafts, should be written in favour of ñBoat Building Technology Improvement Institute Lanka (Gte) Ltd.ò 

2.6    Please note that 12% Value Added Tax (VAT) and 1% Nation Building Tax would be charged on the above rates and a VAT invoice will be issued in 
respect of all dues. 

2.7   In the event of any cancellation of reservation it must be inform to organizers in writing within 7 (seven days) after the reservation. No refund would be 
made for any form of cancellation.     How ever organizers may consider refunding only 25% of the payment received, after the event. 

3.0   PRE-EXHIBITION MEETING FOR STALL HOLDERS 

3.1   Pre-exhibition meeting would be held approximately two (02) weeks before the commencement of the Exhibition. One representative of the stall-holder 
company would be invited for this occasion.  

3.2   All relevant people from the organizing committee will participate in the meeting.  



   

3.3   Entry Permit, Name tags, Stall-passes, Car passes & Invitations would be issued to the respective stall-holder companies 7 days prior to the event. Stall 
holder must produce the stall  authorization letter from BTI in order to obtain the passes.  

 

4.0   ARRANGEMENTS BEFORE THE EXHIBITION 

4.1   Unloading of materials etc. and erection of stalls could commence one day (23rd April 2010) prior to the event. Stall should be ready by 9.00 a.m. on 
24th April 2010. 

4.2   All stall areas would be physically demarcated by this time indicating the corresponding reference number of the stall. 

4.3   Stall-holdersô authorized representative should produce the Entry Permit to the security personnel or BTI staff and obtain formal approval for the erection 
of the stall within the space allocated for the stall holder. No persons would be allowed to erect stalls or unload materials without producing the Entry Permit. 

4.4   In the event of any confusion in the identification of the stall demarcation or the stall number, it should be immediately brought to the notice of the 
organizers at the exhibition premises and clarification should be obtained. 

4.5   Arrangements would be made to complete power connection points by 5.00 p.m. on 24th April 2010. 

4.6   Erection of stalls and arrangements of all exhibits within the stalls should be completed by 9.00 a.m. on the 24th April 2010 in order to facilitate the panel 
of judges to visit them for the purpose of selecting most innovative trade stalls. 
 

4.7 Any stalls not completed by this time will NOT be considered for judging. 

5.0   ARRANGEMENTS DURING THE EXHIBITION 

5.1   On the 24th April 2010 at 10.00 a.m. the Exhibition would be ceremonially opened and till 13.00 p.m it will be open only for BTI Members and 
invitees for the inauguration ceremony activities. 

5.2   The trade Exhibition will open for public from 13.00 p.m on 24th April 2010 till 10.00 p.m. and thereafter 10.00 a.m. to 10.00 p.m. on each day.  
       (The above times are subject to change depending on the circumstances and all stall holders will be notified accordingly.  
 

]5.3   Stall-holders should ensure that stalls would be open 15 minutes before the opening time of exhibition and stalls should not be closed before the 
closing time of the exhibition on any day of the exhibition. 

5.4   No dismantling or removal of exhibits from stalls will be permitted on the last day (24th April 2009) of the exhibition before the closing time. Dismantling 
will have to be carried out after 10.00 p.m. on 26th April 2010 and all material and exhibits should be removed from the BMICH premises before 4.00 p.m. on 
27th April 2010 the latest. 

5.5 No storage of material or stocks will be allowed within the exhibition stall without the prior approval of the BMICH authorities. 

6.0    STAFF ASSIGNED TO TRADE STALLS 
6.1   Only persons listed in the registration form as staff of the stall-holders at the exhibition will be issued with identification tags. 
 
6.2   Identification tags are not transferable and will be issued to stall-holder companies from the BTI Secretariat. (Organizers) 
 
6.3   Identification tags shall be worn at all times during the period of the exhibition when you are in the BMICH premises. Security staff of BMICH has all the 
right to check every individual if and when necessary. 

6.4   At any given time each stall should not have more than (03) three persons within the respective stall area or in other areas of the BMICH. The BMICH 
security will only allow authorize personnel to enter the premises. 

6.5   Trade stall-holders will be responsible for any misconduct of their personnel issued with identification tags and any damages arising thereof will result in 
appropriate action being taken against offender. (or shall be charged against such stall holder) 

6.6   Misuse of identification tags will result in immediate withdrawal of same and use of photocopies of identification tags is strictly prohibited. 

6.7   Smoking and consuming liquor within the stalls by the stall-holdersô staff is strictly prohibited 

6.8   Authorized personnel manning the stalls will be permitted entry to the exhibition area one hour prior to the opening of exhibition and should leave the 
premises of the BMICH by 10.30 p.m. the latest on each day. 

6.9   Stall-holders, their employees and agents shall co-operate with the authorities of the BMICH, the security personnel and the officials and office bearers 
of BTI at all times. 

 

 



   

7.0   SERVICES 

7.1   Public Address System - A public address system would be installed covering all sections of the exhibition. No individual advertisements would be 
broadcast through this system. It would provide soft music and used to make important announcements as and when necessary. 

7.2    Water- No water service connection will be provided within the exhibition area. 

7.3   Electricity - As per original agreement one 5 amp. & one 15 amp socket outlets would be provided for each stall. However, you are requested 
to indicate your extra electricity requirements in the application form should you need additional socket outlets. Payments for such extra services 
should be made in advance. 

7.4   Security - Stall-holders shall be responsible for the safety of their goods, equipment and other belongings while installing the exhibition stalls 
and during the exhibition.  

7.5   At closing time each day a representative of the BTI together with a representative of the BMICH will close the doors of the exhibition areas 
seal the keys and hand them over to the BMICH office. The reverse procedure will take place the following morning. Security personnel will be 
stationed from 10.00 p.m. to 9.00 a.m. the following day in the Grand Verandah, Concrete Apron and Parking Lot areas. 

8.0    DISCLAIMER 

8.1   The BTI shall not be liable for any bodily injury, loss or damage to the stall holders, their personnel, goods, equipment or effects arising due to 
negligence of stall holders, their employees, Agents or events attributed to the nature of their exhibition, its contents, placements including damage 
to buildings or effects by fire or unsafe or negligent workmanship of their origin. 

8.2   The BTI shall not be responsible for the safety of any items that are on exhibition. In order to ensure safety of items, the exhibition area will be 
locked at the end of each day at 10.00 p.m. and opened at 9.00 a.m. on the following day.
